. OPORTUNIDAD:
El presente escrito es oportuno, toda vez que se presenta por escrito, dentro de los tres (3) dias siguientes al
de la notificacion del auto que concedi6 el recurso de apelacion (Auto No. 660 del 25 de abril de 2022), el cual
fue notificado mediante estado No. 064 del 26 de abril de 2022, con lo cual, su ejecutoria corre durante los
dias 27,28 y 29 de abril de 2022.
. ANTECEDENTES RELEVANTES DEL RECURSO:

Como antecedente general, conviene sefialar que el Honorable Despacho, mediante Auto No. 411 del 8 de
Marzo de 2022, en el numeral 2 de la parte resolutiva dispuso:

“(...) 2.- SE ABSTIENE el despacho de decretar la ampliacién de las medidas cautelares provisionales
decretadas en el presente asunto, solicitadas por el apoderado de la parte demandante, por lo expuesto en la
parte motiva.”

La motivacién para dicha decision del Juez de conocimiento, segun se lee de manera textual, es la siguiente:
“(...) el despacho se abstendra se sumar otro acto juridico a los ya asignados a las partes dentro del presente

asunto, pues no se evidencia que se trate de actos urgentes, siendo esta una decision que corresponde
tfomar en la sentencia que ponga fin a este proceso.” (Subrayas y negrillas nuestras)
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Mediante memorial presentado por el suscrito, en el cual se recurrié en reposicidén y en subsidio el de
apelacion, se expusieron las razones que justifican la peticién de ampliacién de las medidas, sin embargo, del
analisis realizado por el Despacho mediante el Auto No. 660 del 25 de Abril de 2022, se concluye por parte de
este que con el recurso presentado, no se aportaron elementos de juicio que infieran que la decision adoptada
de negatoria deba ser revocada.

Sefiala el Despacho que de acuerdo y como lo expusieron los demas abogados intervinientes, la solicitud de
medidas cautelares habia sido resuelta en el Auto Admisorio' en donde no se encontraron elementos de
urgencia para ser decretadas y que en contra de esta decisién, no fue presentado recurso.

Sefiala también el Despacho en su motivacién que, aun y cuando no existe un limite de solicitud de medidas
que pueden ser decretadas conforme la solicitud y valoracion del juez, en el presente asunto no se logra
demostrar /a necesidad y urgencia de la designacion de representante del sefior Migue Angel Duarte Quintero
mas alla de los argumentos plasmados, indicando que con las medidas cautelares ordenadas en el Admisorio
de la Demanda, al designarle provisionalmente como apoyo para: “(...) 1. Para toma de decisiones respecto
de su salud y cuidado personal. 2. Para que lo represente ante entidades y autoridades del Estado, en
defensa de sus derechos. 3. Para que designe apoderados que lo representen y defienda sus derechos en
trémites, diligencias y/o procesos judiciales y administrativos.”, se cuenta con la facultad de designar
apoderados para la representacion del beneficiario en cualquier actuacion judicial o administrativa.

lll.  RAZONES QUE SUSTENTAN EL RECURSO:

En linea con los antecedentes citados, expondré las razones que sustentan el recurso enlistandolas de la
siguiente forma:

1. La representacion en sociedades del titular del acto juridico es un acto urgente.

En la solicitud de ampliacion de medidas cautelares, asi como en el recurso de reposicion y en
subsidio de apelacién, se presentaron los elementos de juicio que demuestran la necesidad y
urgencia.

3. La solicitud de ampliacion de medidas cautelar para la representacion en sociedades, corresponde a
una medida nueva que encuentra fundamento en unas circunstancias diferentes a las solicitadas con
la presentacién de la demanda.

4. No existe limite para la solicitud de medidas cuando el Juez la encuentre razonable para la
proteccion del derecho objeto del litigio.

5. Con las medidas cautelares decretadas, no se garantiza la representacion en sociedades.

SUSTENTACION:
1. Larepresentacion en sociedades del titular del acto juridico es un acto urgente.
La Ley 1996 de 2019, en su articulo 38 dispuso que, podra interponerse demanda en beneficio exclusivo de la

persona con discapacidad, cuando la persona titular del acto se encuentre: i) Absolutamente imposibilitado
para manifestar su voluntad y preferencias por cualquier medio, modo y formato de comunicacién posible, y ii)

1 Auto 1576 del 07 de Octubre de 2021
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que la persona se encuentre imposibilitada de ejercer su capacidad legal y esto conlleve a la vulneracion o
amenaza de sus derechos por parte de un tercero.

En el presente asunto y para fundamentar la solicitud de ampliacion de medida cautelar para la
representacion en sociedades, se allegd al Despacho: i) Certificacion expedida por el médico tratante, donde
consta que el titular del acto juridico se encuentra absolutamente imposibilitado para manifestar su voluntad y
preferencias por cualquier medio, modo y formato de comunicacion posible, y ii) Las certificaciones en las
cuales consta la participacion del Sefior MIGUEL ANGEL DUARTE QUINTERO como socio o accionista
(Persona Natural) en las sociedades que desde el dia 1 del insuceso de su accidente, no ha podido ejercer
sus derechos como socio, como consecuencia de estar absolutamente imposibilitado.

En dicho documento, se plantearon tanto los fundamentos facticos, de necesidad, asi como los juridicos para
su ampliacion, que para mayor claridad, sin perjuicio y que el Juez que resolvera la apelaciéon conocera el
expediente y lo actuado, me permito transcribir de manera literal, asi:

“.)
Ill.  FUNDAMENTOS JURIDICOS DE LA SOLICITUD

Nuestra solicitud encuentra sélido fundamento juridico en las siguientes disposiciones:
Articulo 422 del Decreto 410 de 1971 (Cédigo de Comercio), la cual sefiala:

“(...) REUNIONES ORDINARIAS DE LA ASAMBLEA GENERAL - REGLAS. Las reuniones ordinarias de la
asamblea se efectuaran por lo menos una vez al afio, en las fechas sefialadas en los estatutos y, en silencio
de éstos, dentro de los tres meses siguientes al vencimiento de cada ejercicio, para examinar la situacion de
la sociedad, designar los administradores y demas funcionarios de su eleccion, determinar las directrices
econdmicas de la compafiia, considerar las cuentas y balances del ultimo ejercicio, resolver sobre la
distribucion de utilidades y acordar todas las providencias tendientes a asegurar el cumplimiento del objeto
social.

De manera general conviene sefialar que la asamblea general de accionistas consiste en que ya sea en las
reuniones ordinarias o extraordinarias los socios en general se ponen al tanto de la situacion en la que se
encuentra la sociedad de manera global y se toman las decisiones indispensables para que la empresa
cumpla el objetivo para el que fue creada, En la asamblea general de accionistas se toman las decisiones
trascendentales para lograr el éxito de la empresa y mantener todo conforme a lo establecido en la ley.

Articulo 18 de la Ley 222 de 1995, |a cual sefiala:

“(...) Articulo 18. REPRESENTACION DE LOS SOCIOS. El articulo 184 del Cédigo de Comercio quedara asi:
Articulo 184. Todo socio podra hacerse representar en las reuniones de la Junta de Socios o Asamblea
mediante poder otorgado por escrito, en el que se indique el nombre del apoderado, la persona en quien éste

puede sustituirlo, si es del caso, la fecha o época de la reunion o reuniones para las que se confiere y los
demas requisitos que se sefialen en los estatutos.”
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En la actualidad, por su condicién médica, el titular del acto juridico, MIGUEL ANGEL DUARTE QUINTERO,
no puede comparecer de manera directa como tampoco puede otorgar poder especial a ningun apoderado
para que lo represente y garantice sus derechos en las sociedades en las cuales es socio tnico o asociado, lo
cual, le pone en desventaja y de manera directa se amenazan sus derechos y sus intereses al no poder
gjercitar sus derechos.

Articulo 598 de la Ley 1564 de 2012

Este articulo regula las medidas cautelares en materia de familia, sin embargo, de su lectura no se observa de
manera taxativa medidas cautelares en este tipo de procesos (Adjudicacion de Apoyos), lo cual es natural, si
se revisa que al momento de ser expedido el Cédigo General del Proceso (afio 21012) la figura de
ADJUDICACION DE APOYOS no se encontraba establecida en la Ley, ya que solo hasta el afio 2019 es
cuando esta se expide.

No obstante lo anterior, la Ley procesal establecio para el Juez, la posibilidad de decretar medidas cautelares
teniendo en cuenta la apariencia de buen derecho cuando encuentre razonable su decreto para la proteccion
del derecho que es objeto del litigio, tal y como se encuentra previsto en el literal ¢), articulo 590 de la Ley
1564 de 2012, aplicable si se quiere por analogia y de manera armoénica con el presente asunto, el cual
sefiala:

“(...) Cualquiera otra medida que el juez encuentre razonable para la proteccion del derecho objeto del litigio,
impedir su infraccion o evitar las consecuencias derivadas de la misma, prevenir dafios, hacer cesar los que
se hubieren causado o asequrar la efectividad de la pretension.

Para decretar la medida cautelar el juez apreciara la legitimacion o interés para actuar de las partes y la
existencia de la amenaza o la vulneracion del derecho.”

Es clara entonces la necesidad de decretar esta medida, puesto que se requiere de manera perentoria la
representacion del titular del acto juridico en las sociedades en las cuales es socio y asociado.

Es oportuno sefialar que sin perjuicio y que la medida cautelar que por nosotros es solicitada dentro del
presente tramite no se relacione con pretensiones pecuniarias, como tampoco el proceso judicial de
adjudicacion de apoyos corresponda aquellos procesos que persiga pretensiones de naturaleza econémica, si
el Despacho lo estima pertinente, mi poderdante se encuentra diligente a prestar la caucion que se considere
necesaria.

Conforme con lo anterior, se solicita al Despacho el decreto de la medida cautelar solicitada dentro del
presente memorial, mientras que se surte el tramite del proceso de adjudicacion de apoyo de qué trata el
articulo 38 de la ley 1996 de 2019, con el objeto de evitar un dafio al titular del acto juridico, quien como se
puede observar del informe de valoracion de apoyos y el certificado médico que se acompafia con el presente
memorial, actualmente se encuentra absolutamente imposibilitado para expresar su voluntad y preferencias
por cualquier medio y/o formato posible, circunstancia esta que amenaza sus derechos ante terceros inclusive
Su patrimonio.

Por ello, sirvase sefior Juez, Decretar provisionalmente lo solicitado, designado como persona de apoyo
provisional a la Sefiora DIANA CAROLINA MEDINA CLAVIJO, domiciliada en Cali, identificada con la cédula
de ciudadania No. 31.566.259 expedida en Cali para que lo represente al titular del acto juridico, el Sefior
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MIGUEL ANGEL DUARTE QUINTERO en las empresas en las cuales es socio 0 asociado segun la relacion
que se acompafia con el presente escrito.

IV.  CONCLUSION:

De lo anterior es claro que la presente solicitud es razonable, puesto que tiene como fin: i) proteger y
garantizar los derechos de titular del acto juridico, lo cuales se pueden ver amenazados al no poder estar
representado en la asamblea general de accionistas en los cuales es asociado, poniéndole en desventaja
frente a terceros, como también en la sociedad en que es Unico socio, al no poder llevar a cabo las
actuaciones necesarias para el normal y correcto funcionamiento de la misma, ii) garantizar el objeto del
litigio, el cual es garantizar al titular del acto juridico la capacidad plena de la persona con discapacidad, y iii)
se previene el dafio, puesto que garantizando la representacion del titular del acto juridico en las sociedades,
se puede llevar a cabo las actividades que son del resorte de la sociedad en la cual es Unico socio y se
garantizar la representacion en las sociedades en las cuales es asociado.”

Asi mismo, en el recurso de reposicion y en subsidio el de apelacién, se argumentd por parte del suscrito de
manera complementaria la justificacién de la necesidad de ampliar la medida cautelar para que
provisionalmente se designe como apoyo a la compafiera del titular del acto juridico, para que lo represente
en sociedades, argumentando lo siguiente:;

“.)

Asi las cosas, con el proposito de ampliar los argumentos que fueran expuestos en nuestro memorial de
solicitud de ampliacion de medidas cautelares, me permito ilustrar la urgencia de estos actos,
complementando las razones anteriormente sefialadas, a saber:

1. Necesidad de llevar Asamblea General de Accionistas: De conformidad con las reglas de quorum
establecidas en los estatutos sociales y a falta de estos en la Ley, para que los socios se retinan y
puedan tomar decisiones deben estar representados cuando al menos la mitad mas uno, caso que
como mas adelante se explicara, para el caso de las empresas, DUMIAN MEDICAL S.A.S, MADHOS
S.A.S y DUMIAN AGROINDUSTRIAL este presupuesto no se cumple, ya que en la primera de las
enunciadas, el titular del acto es socio tnico y en las restantes, es socio mayoritario con porcentaje
en participacion mayor al 85%. Es de anotar que en las deméas empresas, en las cuales es socio
como persona nhatural, y aun y cuando no tenga la mayoria, el no poder representarse, lo pone en
situacion de riesgo y vulnerabilidad frete a terceros, al no poder ejercer su capacidad legal.

2. Necesidad de aprobar estados financieros: La no aprobacion de los estados financiero perjudica
los intereses del accionista puesto que no se puede realizar el proceso de inspeccion art 20 de la ley
1258 de 2008, clave para revisar las cifras financieras elaboradas por la administracion, certificadas
por el representante legal y dictaminada por el revisor fiscal.

3. Imposibilidad de disponer del proyecto de distribucion de utilidades: No se puede disponer del
proyecto de distribucion de utilidades incorporado en las actas y con base en los estados financieros
de fin de ejercicio 0 en su defecto de periodo, si los estatutos lo estipulasen, por consiguiente, no se
podria pagar en calidad de dividendos, definir reservas, inyectar como capital en la sociedad, no se
podria capitalizar en favor econdmico de la sociedad. Art 151 cddigo de comercio.
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4. Imposibilidad de cumplir con el derecho de publicidad: Al no tener estados financieros
aprobados no se podria cumplir con el derecho de publicidad consagrado en el art 41 de la ley 222
de 1995 la cual exige divulgar los estados financieros depositandolos en la camara de comercio al
mes siguiente de la fecha de aprobacion, esta situacion pone en riesgo a Dumian Medical S.A.S., la
cual es una sociedad vigilada por la Superintendencia Nacional de Salud, quien debe depositar ante
la Camara de Comercio de Cali los estados financieros, no hacerlo, acarrearia sanciones y pondrian
en riesgo inclusive a los administradores, al revisor fiscal, socios y terceros por la no difusion de los
estados financieros, tal y como lo prescribe el articulo 422 de la Ley 222 de 1995.

5. Vulneracion y/o amenaza directa de los derechos del titular del acto juridico por parte de
terceros: Al encontrase imposibilitado de ejercer su capacidad legal por cuenta de su discapacidad
cognitiva derivada de su estado de salud, el titular del acto juridico no ha podido ejercer su derecho
como socio dentro de las empresas en las cuales es socio como persona natural, segun la relacion
de empresas que les fuera indicadas al Despacho, dentro de las cuales en algunas de ellas, ya se
han realizado Junta de Socios sin que hubiese sido posible tener representacion y ejercer el derecho
de inspeccion, conocer la situacion financiera y velar por sus intereses econémicos, lo cual lo pone
en un inminente riesgo, lo cual hace que sea urgente esta designacion.

Para claridad del Despacho, relaciono una tabla de las empresas donde el titular del acto es socio como
persona natural y realizo una breve explicacion de la necesidad:

Con relacion a las tres (3) primeras sociedades, sus estatutos establecen en el régimen de quorum y
mayorias decisorias para deliberar, un nimero singular o plural de accionistas que representen cuando
menos la mitad mas uno de las acciones suscritas con derecho al voto, por ende, de acuerdo con el
porcentaje de las acciones del Sefior Miguel Angel Duarte, quien ostenta en DUMIAN MEDICAL S.A.S% la
totalidad de las acciones al ser socio unico y de la empresas MADHOS S.A.S y DUMIAN AGROINDUSTRIAL
S.A.S al ser socio mayoritario, al tener el 90% y 88% respectivamente, sin su comparecencia no seria posible
contar con quorum, generando asi la imposibilidad de aprobar.

2 ...) ARTICULO 42. AUSENCIA DE ESTADOS FINANCIEROS. Sin perjuicio de las sanciones a que haya lugar,
cuando sin justa causa una sociedad se abstuviera de preparar o difundir estados financieros estando obligada a ello, los
terceros podran aducir cualquier otro medio de prueba aceptado por la ley. Los administradores y el revisor fiscal
responderan por los perjuicios que causen a la sociedad, a los socios 0 a terceros por la no preparacion o difusién de los
estados financieros.”

3 Articulo 25 Estatutos (Régimen de quorum y mayorias decisorias)
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Asimismo, el derecho de inspeccion busca que el accionista tenga acceso a la totalidad de la informacioén de
naturaleza financiera, contable, legal y comercial relacionada con el funcionamiento, lo cual resulta necesario
para garantizar los derechos inherentes a las acciones de que son titulares.

Para el caso de SIGMA S.A.S, no existe evidencia de actuaciones, citaciones y hasta la fecha, no se ha
podido ejercer por parte del titular del acto juridico, el Sefior MIGUEL ANGEL DUARTE QUINTERQ, algun
tipo de inspeccion, conocer la informacion de naturaleza financiera, contable, legal y comercial relacionada
con el funcionamiento, lo cual resulta necesario para garantizar los derechos inherentes a las acciones de que
son titulares.

En el caso de la sociedad AMES S.A.S, al parecer se llevo a cabo reunion extraordinaria de asamblea a de
accionistas el dia 1ero de septiembre de 2021, con el propésito de hacer disolucion de la sociedad, hecho
sobre el cual se impone la necesidad de realizar las validaciones facticas y juridicas necesarias en nombre del
titular del acto juridico, con el objeto de garantizar sus derechos, ya que para tomar la decision de disolveria,
existia la necesidad de contar con mayoria decisoria.

Para el caso de DUANA LTDA, se llevara a cabo Junta Ordinaria el dia 16 de marzo de 2022, en la cual se
fomaran decisiones relevantes para los intereses del titular del acto, entre ellas, el proyecto de distribucion de
utilidades y la aprobacion de los estados financieros, por ende, al no poder participar y ejercer sus derechos,
por encontrarse imposibilitado de ejercer su capacidad legal, estaria el titular del acto juridico en una
vulneracion o amenaza de sus derechos por parte de un tercero.

Al respecto de las sociedades extranjeras DUARQUINT EXPORT CORP y DUMIAN INVESTMENTS CORP,
resulta atin mas imperioso ejercer el Derecho de Inspeccion, ya que por cuenta de poder realizar ningin acto
respecto de ellas debido a que el titular del acto se encuentra imposibilitado de ejercer su capacidad legal, la
administracién de este negocio, pese a las gestiones y actuaciones de sequimiento que realiza la Sefiora
DIANA CAROLINA MEDINA CLAVIJO en procura de gestionar la vigilancia y actividades de estas compafias,
al no existir la legitimacion expresa, hace que su gestion se dificulte frente a terceros.

6. OTRAS CONSIDERACIONES GENERALES QUE SUSTENTA LA URGENCIA Y/O NECESIDAD
DE LA MEDIDA CAUTELAR:

Resulta incontrastable que en la actualidad existen circunstancias que de manera inequivoca conllevan para
el titular del acto juridico la vulneracion o amenaza de sus derechos, toda vez que debido a la imposibilidad de
gjercer su capacidad legal por su condicion médica, no puede comparecer de manera directa como tampoco
puede otorgar poder especial a ningun apoderado para que lo represente y garantice sus derechos en las
sociedades en las cuales es socio Unico 0 asociado, lo cual, le pone en desventaja frente a terceros y de
manera directa esta situacion amenazan sus derechos y sus intereses tanto personales como patrimoniales al
no poder ejercitar sus derechos.

Que de acuerdo con esta situacion, se impone la necesidad de otorgarse a la Sefiora DIANA CAROLINA
MEDINA CLAVIJO, la designacion provisional de apoyo del sefior MIGUEL ANGEL DUARTE QUINTEROQ,
mientras se dicte sentencia, para que lo represente en las sociedades en la cuales este es socio u asociado,
puesto que de conformidad con lo establecido en la Ley, en especial el articulo 422 del Decreto 410 de 1971
(Cédigo de Comercio), se hace necesario llevar a cabo las reuniones ordinarias de la asamblea general, con
el objeto de entre otras actividades, aprobar estados financieros, que involucra responsabilidades tales como:
i) Renovar Camara de comercio, ii) Renovacion RUP (Registro tnico de proponentes), i) Presentacion de
informacion financiera y de gestion ante la Superintendencia Nacional de Salud por ser algunas de las
sociedades vigiladas conforme su objeto social, iv) Garantizar el derecho de inspeccion de accionistas, v)
Revisar situaciones de grupo de control y grupos empresariales, entre otras ...

No esta demas sefalar que la importancia de estar representado en la asamblea general de accionistas
consiste en que ya sea en las reuniones ordinarias o extraordinarias los socios en general se ponen al tanto
de la situacion en la que se encuentra la sociedad de manera global y se toman las decisiones indispensables
para que la empresa cumpla el objetivo para el que fue creada, sin dejar de lado que en la asamblea general
de accionistas se toman las decisiones trascendentales para lograr el éxito de la empresa y mantener todo
conforme a lo establecido en la ley, haciendo enfasis especial en la posibilidad de garantizarle al titular del
acto juridico el derecho de inspeccion, derecho el cual no ha podido ejercer por cuenta de su incapacidad
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médica que como consecuencia le imposibilita otorgar poder, dependiendo entonces exclusivamente a una
decision judicial, que muy probablemente no sera definida dentro del primer trimestre del presente afio 2022,
materializandose asi el riesgo de verse amenazados los derechos del titular del acto juridico.

Que con el fin de garantizar los derechos del titular del acto juridico, su compafiera, la sefiora DIANA
CAROLINA MEDINA CLAVIJO, ademas de iniciar en beneficio exclusivo del titular del acto juridico la
presente demanda de adjudicacién de apoyo, desde el dia uno (1) del accidente de su compafiero, lo cual
ocurrié el dia 7 de noviembre de 2020, en el deber que le asiste de socorrerle viene desplegando todas las
acciones posibles para garantizar que a su compariero se le respeten y protejan todos sus derechos, no
obstante lo anterior, pese a estos esfuerzos, es claro que para el ejercicio de algunas actuaciones, se
requiere de legitimacion y/o capacidad legal o competencia para su ejercicio, razén por la cual, se hace
necesario que como medida provisional, con el Unico objetivo de que se protejan los derechos del sefior
Miguel Angel Duarte Quintero, se despache favorablemente la presente solicitud, y se decrete mediante
providencia, la designacidn provisional como apoyo a la sefiora DIANA CAROLINA MEDINA CLAVIJO,
del titular del acto juridico para la representacién en sociedades.

Que la Serfiora DIANA CAROLINA MEDINA CLAVIJO es mayor de edad, se encuentra capacitada para
representar los intereses y derechos de su compafriero en las sociedades en que este es parte, ya que desde
su formacién académica es profesional en Administracion de negocios y desde su ambito personal y familiar,
producto de su convivencia permanente en pareja desde el afio 2004 con el titular del acto juridico, con quien
se tiene una union estable, conviviendo bajo el mismo techo, compartiendo todos los proyectos de vida
comunes, brindandose mutuamente ayuda econémica y espiritual permanente, comportandose socialmente
como marido y mujer, es incontrastable que es quien conoce de manera inequivoca todos los negocios,
actividades, la voluntad y preferencias de su compafiero, el Sefior Miguel Angel Duarte Quintero, todo esto
que ademas de verificar la inequivoca relacion de confianza, amistad, parentesco y convivencia, hace
evidente el interés legitimo que a ella le asiste, puesto que ademas de garantizar los derechos de su
compafiero, con esta solicitud garantizar consecuentemente los derechos de su hija, asi como los derechos
que como compafiera del sefior Miguel le corresponden, en virtud de la sociedad patrimonial entre ellos
existente.”

Es clara entonces la urgencia de que el titular del acto juridico cuente con representacion en las sociedades,
ya que como se expuso anteriormente, desde el dia 7_de noviembre de 2020, dia en el cual ocurri6 el
insuceso del accidente que en la actualidad mantiene absolutamente imposibilitado al titular del acto juridico,
este no ha podido ejercer sus derechos como socio, poniendo en situaciéon de vulneracién no solo ante
terceros, sino también en riesgo empresarial, financiero y econdmico, tal y como se expuso en la
argumentacion resefiada.

2. En la solicitud de ampliaciéon de medidas cautelares, asi como en el recurso de reposicion y
en subsidio de apelacion, se presentaron los elementos de juicio que demuestran la
necesidad y urgencia.

Tal y como sefiald en el numeral anterior, existen abundantes y evidentes elementos de juicio, que permiten
inferir la necesidad y urgencia de esta designacion provisional.

3. La solicitud de ampliacion de medidas cautelar para la representacion en sociedades,

corresponde a una medida que encuentra fundamento en unas circunstancias diferentes a las
solicitadas con la presentacion de la demanda.
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Notese que con la presentacion de la demanda, se solicitd como medida cautelar (capitulo V), la designacion
provisional de apoyo en los siguientes aspectos:

De las cuales, tan solo fueron despachadas en favor del titular del acto juridico las enlistadas en los
numerales: 4, 5 y 6, por ende, la ampliacién de las medidas cautelares presentadas con posterioridad,
corresponde a una solicitud y decision diferente e independiente de la inicial, anotando que, este tipo de
decisiones de medidas cautelares, de acuerdo con su necesidad y variabilidad, no hacen perse transito a
cosa juzgada y en todo caso dependen de la urgencia y necesidad que debe ser valorada por parte del Juez.

4. No existe limite para la solicitud de medidas cuando el Juez la encuentre razonable para la
proteccion del derecho objeto del litigio.

Tal y como lo sefialé de manera acertada el Despacho en armonia y consonancia con lo dispuesto en la
misma ley, no existe limite para la solicitud de medidas cuando el Juez la encuentre razonable, esto
encuentra justificacion y fundamento en el articulo 598 de la Ley 1564 de 2012, donde se regula las medidas
cautelares en materia de familia, que aun y cuando de su lectura no se observa de manera taxativa y/o
especificas medidas cautelares en este tipo de procesos (Adjudicacion de Apoyos), lo cual es natural, si se
revisa que al momento de ser expedido el Codigo General del Proceso (afio 21012) la figura de
ADJUDICACION DE APOYOS no se encontraba establecida en la Ley, ya que solo hasta el afio 2019 es
cuando esta se expide, también es igual de cierto que la Ley procesal establecié para el Juez, la posibilidad
de decretar medidas cautelares teniendo en cuenta la apariencia de buen derecho cuando encuentre
razonable su decreto para la proteccion del derecho que es objeto del litigio, tal y como se encuentra previsto
en el literal ¢), articulo 590 de la Ley 1564 de 2012, aplicable si se quiere por analogia y de manera arménica
con el presente asunto, el cual sefala:

“(...) Cualquiera otra medida que el juez encuentre razonable para la proteccion del derecho objeto del litigio,
impedir su infraccion o evitar las consecuencias derivadas de la misma, prevenir dafios, hacer cesar los que
se hubieren causado o asequrar la efectividad de la pretension.

Para decretar la medida cautelar el juez apreciara la legitimacion o interés para actuar de las partes y la
existencia de la amenaza o la vulneracion del derecho.”
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Es clara entonces la necesidad de decretar esta medida, puesto que se requiere de manera perentoria la
representacion del titular del acto juridico en las sociedades en las cuales es socio y asociado en las
empresas en las cuales es socio Unico o en aquellas en que es socio y tiene porcentaje de participacion como
persona natural.

De lo anterior se concluye la necesidad que el Despacho decrete la medida cautelar solicitada dentro del
presente memorial, mientras que se surte el trdmite del proceso de adjudicacion de apoyo de qué trata el
articulo 38 de la ley 1996 de 2019, con el objeto de evitar un dafio al titular del acto juridico, quien como se
puede observar del informe de valoracion de apoyos y el certificado médico que se acompania con el presente
memorial, actualmente se encuentra absolutamente imposibilitado para expresar su voluntad y preferencias
por cualquier medio y/o formato posible, circunstancia esta que amenaza sus derechos ante terceros inclusive
su patrimonio.

5. Con las medidas cautelares decretadas, no se garantiza la representacién en sociedades.

Tal y como se anuncié previamente, aunque el Despacho en su motivacion para no reponer sefialé que con
las medidas ya autorizadas que recaen en mi representada, la Sefiora DIANA CAROLINA MEDINA CLAVIJO,
se cuenta con la facultad de designar apoderados para la representacién del beneficiario en cualquier
actuacion judicial o administrativa, es que sin perjuicio de la posibilidad de representarlo ante Entidades y
Autoridades del Estado, designando apoderados para tramites, diligencias y/o procesos judiciales y
administrativos, lo cierto es que dicha designacién provisional, no cobija, incluye o hace extensiva la
posibilidad para otorgar poderes para la representacion en sociedades, lo cual es diametral diferente en razon
no solo al sujeto (Entidades y Autoridades del Estado) sino también a la materia (Diligencias y/o procesos
judiciales y administrativos), puesto que la representacion en sociedades civiles y/o comerciales, es ante
particulares y bajo las normas civiles y comerciales, aunado que la materia objeto de la representacion no es
judicial o de naturaleza administrativa (Derecho Administrativo), con lo cual, el titular del acto juridico se
encuentra en situacion de vulnerabilidad frente a terceros y sus intereses societarios, corporativos y
financieros se encuentran en riesgo.

6. CONSIDERACIONES FINALES:

Es con base en todo lo anterior que, esperar hasta que se dicte sentencia sin que se tenga la posibilidad de
que el titular del acto juridico pueda estar representado en las sociedades en las cuales es parte, para
reunirse y tomar decisiones en la Asamblea General de Accionistas, con la finalidad de tomar decisiones de
resorte corporativo, tales como: a) Aprobar estados financieros, b) Disponer del proyecto de utilidades, c)
Nombrar, remover, designar y ajustar las acciones necesarias para garantizar la continuidad del objeto social
de las sociedades, d) Ejercer el derecho de inspeccion con el objeto de ejercer su derecho a examinar en
cualquier tiempo, por si o por medio de un representante, la contabilidad de la sociedad, los libros de registro
de socios y de actas y en general todos los documentos de la compafiia, entre otros aspectos aqui
mencionados, esta situacion conllevaria a la asuncion de un riesgo que el titular del acto juridico no esta en el
deber de asumir, por ende, debera garantizarse los derechos del titular del acto juridico en armonia y de
conformidad con los tratado internacionales sobre derechos humanos .

7. SOLICITUD:

Es por esta razén que se hace procedente que se REPONGA el Auto No. 411 del 08 de marzo de 2022, en
cuanto a lo decidido en el numeral 2 de su parte resolutiva, para que en su lugar, se Decrete la ampliacion de
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medidas cautelares provisionales solicitadas mediante memorial calendado del 22 de febrero de 2022,
designando especificamente como persona de apoyo provisional a la Sefiora DIANA CAROLINA MEDINA
CLAVIJO, domiciliada en Cali, identificada con la cédula de ciudadania No. 31.566.259 expedida en Cali para
que lo represente al titular del acto juridico, el Sefior MIGUEL ANGEL DUARTE QUINTERO en las empresas
en las cuales es socio 0 asociado segun la relacion que se acompafia con el recurso de reposicion.

Debido a lo anterior, una vez cumplidos los requisitos establecidos en la Ley para la admision del recurso de
apelacion, mismo que mediante el presente escrito se sustenta con suficiencia, se solicita respetuosamente a
su Honorable Despacho, se conceda el mismo.

Resumen de Historia Clinica

Miguel Angel Duarte
(Actualizada a Abril 6 de 2022)

Edad: 61 afios
Fecha del Accidente e Ingreso a Urgencias: 7 de noviembre de 2020

La historia médica actual del paciente inicia al presentar un accidente de trafico como ciclista, con
impacto en la regidn craneal frontal derecha. Dos horas después ingresd al servicio de urgencias
de la Clinica Rey David con mareo y cefalea, en Glasgow 15, con una tomografia computarizada
gue mostré un hematoma subdural laminar fronto-temporal derecho. Tres horas después, el
paciente presentd deterioro neurolégico con caida del Glasgow de 15 a 9 puntos, con anisocoria
por midriasis de la pupila derecha. Se realizé entonces una nueva tomografia de control, que
reveld la presencia de un hematoma subdural intracraneal hemisférico derecho agudo, con
importante efecto de masa, desviacion de la linea media y edema cerebral secundario.
Adicionalmente evidencid un hematoma intracerebral frontal derecho. Se decidid intervenir para
realizar un drenaje del hematoma, pero el sangrado fue dificil de controlar sospechandose en ese
momento la presencia de una coagulopatia aguda. Por esta razdn se suspendid el procedimiento,
se empagqueto el tejido cerebral y se realizé una nueva tomografia computarizada de control que
mostré drenaje parcial del hematoma con areas de hipodensidad en el territorio de la arteria
cerebral anterior. El paciente posterior al control del sangrado es llevado nuevamente a cirugia
para realizar una descompresion craneal frontal derecha y luego se trasladé a UCI para manejo del
post operatorio, requiriendo tratamiento para una coagulopatia severa con anemia y
trombocitopenia evidenciadas en los laboratorios. El paciente presenta posteriormente una escala
de Glasgow de 3 sin respuesta ocular bilateral. Tres dias después del ingreso y con control de la
coagulopatia, se considerd realizar un 3er procedimiento quirdrgico para desempaquetar el tejido
cerebral y expandir la descompresion, procedimiento que fue terminado tempranamente por
sangrado intraoperatorio masivo. Se realizd entonces una extension de la descompresion derecha
y la eliminacidn del material hemostatico residual de las cirugias previas y se drenaron las
contusiones cerebrales. Se realizd doble monitorizacion fisiolégica cerebral con control de la
presion intracraneal y la oxigenacién cerebral, que se mantuvieron dentro de limites normales
entre 10 y 15mmHg y 20 y 30mmHg respectivamente. Continué el control del trastorno de la
coagulacidn. Se estudié el sangrado periférico prolongado y se realizaron estudios de coagulopatia
con electroforesis de proteinas y pruebas visco elasticas. La disfuncidén plaquetaria se consideré
por antecedentes familiares. La monitorizacion invasiva se suspendié 6 dias después de la
insercidon del monitor debido a la persistencia en la normalizacion de los valores de PIC y PtiO2. El
19 de noviembre de 2020, se realizd traqueostomia y gastrostomia por persistir el paciente en
estado de minima conciencia tras suspender la sedacién.



El 6 de diciembre, la TC de control mostrd hidrocefalia con reabsorcién parcial del sangrado que se
habia presentado en el cuerpo calloso. Se encontré persistencia de los infartos en el territorio de
las arterias cerebrales anteriores y también en el territorio de la arteria cerebral posterior
derecha. Se realiz6 una puncién lumbar con presion de entrada normal y con estudio de liquido
LCR normal. El 7 de diciembre se realizé adicionalmente una resonancia magnética con hallazgos
similares a la TC anterior, pero con mejor visualizacién de los sangrados del cuerpo calloso
(considerados infartos con transformacion hemorragica). También se encontré edema vasogénico
en las areas previas de reabsorcion de las contusiones con el esperado defecto de la craniectomia,
con efecto de “fungus cerebri” fronto temporal derecho dentro del defecto dseo. Los nuevos
hallazgos imagenoldgicos incluyeron un infarto del cerebelo izquierdo y algunos infartos en la
parte posterior del mesencéfalo. La zona del ventriculo izquierdo mostré un gradiente de
dilatacion diferente al del sistema ventricular derecho, sugiriendo la presencia de un
compartimento intraventricular probablemente asociado al sangrado de la linea media. El dia 11
de diciembre se llevd al paciente a cirugia para realizar una craneoplastia del defecto derecho y
también para realizar una derivacién ventriculo peritoneal de abordaje posterior y que debido a
las alteraciones en la anatomia normal se posiciond en el tercer ventriculo. La presién de drenaje
del liquido intraventricular inicial fue superior a 30mmHg. Se utilizé una valvula programable
CERTAS Plus con una presion programada de 14 cm. El 14 de diciembre Se realizé un EEG con
video telemetria debido a la presencia de movimiento oral anormal y movimientos mioclénicos
anormales en el brazo izquierdo. No hubo supresidn de rafagas y baja amplitud de los ritmos delta
y theta, especialmente en la corteza frontal. No hubo presencia de actividad epiléptica. El 30 de
diciembre se realizé una PCR para Covid con resultado negativo. Adicionalmente, el mismo dia se
realizaron Potenciales Evocados. El 2 de enero el paciente presenta apertura ocular espontdnea
con ligera pardlisis del tercer nervio craneal en el lado derecho. El 5 de enero se encontrd una
osificacidn heterotdpica asociada a un pequeio sangrado de la musculatura femoral izquierda,
confirmada por radiografia y tomografia computarizada de la zona femoral. Se realizé un estudio
vascular como cribado de trombosis venosa profunda negativo. Se utilizaron HBPM y medias de
compresion externa como terapia profilactica. EIl 7 de enero se realizd un nuevo estudio de
coagulopatia evaluado por el especialista en hematologia sin ningln hallazgo anormal aparte de la
disfuncidn plagquetaria conocida previa confirmada por un MA anormal en el examen TEG. El 15 de
enero se realizé una segunda RM con tractografia con dificultades en la interpretacién debido a los
artificios inducidos en la imagen por el implante craneal (PEEK) y la Valvula Certas (Derivacion). La
imagen mostré disminucion del sangrado de la linea media, no variacién en el infarto en territorio
de las arterias cerebrales anteriores y no cambios en el infarto de la arteria cerebral posterior
derecha. El 23 de enero se evidencié actividad epiléptica con movimientos tdnico-clénicos en el
brazo derecho con desviacion de los ojos hacia el lado ipsilateral. La medicacién antiepiléptica se
ajustd a Levetiracetam 1Gr ¢ / 8h y Clobazam 10mg c / 12h. Se realizd6 un nuevo EEG con
telemetria sin hallazgos anormales.



El 3 de febrero, previa reunién con el grupo de manejo (neurocirugia, medicina interna,
rehabilitacion y psiquiatria), el paciente iniciaba la preparacion para la atencion ambulatoria
siguiendo algunas recomendaciones del protocolo de la Universidad de la Comunidad de Virginia
para la atencién de un TCE crénico incluyendo el mantenimiento de la profilaxis de convulsiones
postraumaticas (decidido con Levetiracetam para disminuir las interacciones QT), profilaxis de
trombosis venosa profunda con HBPM vy transicion a dispositivo de compresiéon, profilaxis de
Ulceras gastrointestinales y terapia de rehabilitacion monitoreada, que incluye fisioterapia, terapia
del lenguaje, terapia respiratoria y prevencién de Ulceras cutaneas. En la primera semana de
marzo se realizd una TC de Control que mostré mejoras en la diferenciacion de areas corticales
gris-blancas, sin cambios en las zonas de infarto. Desde el 15 de marzo de 2021, el paciente ha sido
atendido en el dmbito ambulatorio en su domicilio en una sala especializada con un grupo
permanente de atencidn personalizada 24h / d, que incluye un médico general, una enfermera,
una auxiliar de enfermeria y una terapeuta respiratoria. El grupo de consulta de especialistas
incluye un especialista en medicina interna, un neurocirujano subespecializado en neurotrauma,
dos psiquiatras, un especialista en medicina de rehabilitacién y otros consultores segun sea
necesario. Desde Abril de 2021 hasta Abril de 2022, el paciente estd emergiendo de un estado de
conciencia minima, pero se encuentra bastante limitado cognitiva y fisicamente, con respiracion
espontdnea, apertura ocular espontanea bilateral, con seguimiento ocasional a las personas que lo
rodean, especialmente esposa y familiares. Han surgido algunos pocos ruidos como intento de
generar movimientos vocales, pero sin articulacién de palabras. El movimiento del cuello y la
postura es controlado espontdaneamente por el paciente por periodos cortos, ocasionalmente
presenta movimiento voluntario del brazo izquierdo. El paciente actualmente realiza movimiento
reflejo de prensidn con ambas manos y en general el tono muscular estd aumentado, con ligera
espasticidad. Se ha realizado alguna flexién ocasional de ambos hombros. En ocasiones presenta
flexion de cadera, especialmente ante estimulos térmicos o dolorosos. Ha intentado obedecer
ordenes parpadeando o agarrando la mano, pero de manera inconsistente. La deglucidn es lenta y
ocasionalmente acumula secreciones. Se realizaron nuevos estudios de potenciales evocados
visuales, auditivos y somatosensoriales que mostraron mejoria parcial de conduccidn con respecto
a los previos. En este momento, el paciente estd entrando en el mes 17 después de la lesion. La
"Escala de Rankin modificada" al momento es de 5, y en la "Escala revisada del Rancho Los
Amigos" se encuentra en un Nivel lll — definido como: Respuesta localizada: Asistencia total, que
